Cyclonic Storm “ASNA” Over West Arabian Sea

The Cyclonic Storm (CS) “ASNA” (Pronounced as As-Na) over Northwest Arabian Sea continued to move
west-southwestward during past 12 hours and now lies at around Latitude 22.8 N & Longitude 62.5 E at a
distance of about 500km southwest of Karachi, 350km southwest of Ormara, 260km south of Gwadar and
430km east-southeast of Musgat (Oman). The system is likely to track further southwestwards and weaken
gradually.

Under the influence of its circulation:
e Rain-thundershowers with a few heavy falls and accompanied with squally winds (60-70Km/hour)
likely in Ormara, Pasni, Gwadar, Jiwani and Turbat till this evening.
e Heavy rains may create localized water logging in low lying areas of Makran coast.
e Sea conditions are likely to remain rough/very rough with squally winds of 60-70 Km/hour gusting
80Km/hour till tonight.
¢ Fishermen of Balochistan are advised not to venture in open sea till tonight while those of Sindh can
resume their activities from today.
PMD’s cyclone warning center, Karachi is closely monitoring the system and will issue the update

accordingly. The concerned authorities are requested to keep them abreast through PMD advisory.
